Purpose:
To study apocalyptic literature, noting its provenance, purpose, development, and characteristics.  While extra Biblical apocalypses will be noted, the course's primary emphasis will be on two canonical apocalypses--Daniel in the Old Testament and Revela​tion in the New Testament.   These books will be studied carefully, with a stress on critical, structural, exegetical, reflective, and interpretative issues.

In conjunction with the Biblical Text, the assigned pages in Efird, Metzger, Pate and the designated articles in the reading room must be read.

ANNOTATED READINGS:

Choose 3 of the 5 areas listed below from which a total of 600 pages are to be read.  Readings should include the sources given on the attached bibliography but are not limited to them.  Topics selected must coincide with class discussions and will come due as announced.  Each report must include the articles/books read (full bibliographical data) and an annotation of 3 pages in which the readings are summarized, com​pared/contrasted, and evaluated.  Reports must be neatly and carefully done.  Please keep a running tabulation of pages read, giving a grand total on your last report.
