PURPOSE

To visit sites strategic to the Bible.  To note the history associated with these places.  To observe significant geographic data.  To develop an awareness of culture and customs, resulting in a better understanding of biblical practices.  To develop an awareness of the current political problems in these areas.

REQUIREMENTS

1. Attendance at pre and post class meetings (time to be determined)


2. Reading of assigned articles and textbook.


3. Participation in all the travels of the tour.


4. Attendance at all lectures--both by guide and by instructor.


5. Maintenance of a notebook in which should be recorded all sites visited. Each site should be related to the Bible, both the Old and New Testaments.


· A map should be developed indicating our travels in Israel.

· Dominant impressions and significant insights should be noted.     Indicate how the visit to a site improves your understanding of Biblical events.

· Indicate your understanding of the significance of pertinent sites to the current political crisis.
